 Coal provides 26.5% of global primary 
energy needs1  

 Coal generates 41.5% of the world's 

electricity1  

 Canada exports ~ 28 million tonnes of coal 

annually to more than 20 countries2   

 Saskatchewan is the 3rd largest producer of 

coal in Canada, accouning for approx 14-17% 

of total coal production2   

 Coal is very accessible in Saskatchewan, 

which is significant when transportation costs 

can account for up to 70% of its delivered 

cost2  

INCREASING ENERGY DEMAND 

 
SaskPower has 2 primary factors that are creating a requirement for new electricity generation supply 
sources3: 
 

1) The need to retire or life-extend select generating units 
2) Growing demand for electricity in Saskatchewan both industrial and residential 

 
Increasing demand for power in Saskatchewan3: 

 In the past 10 years, demand has grown by an average of 1.3% per year. 

 During the next decade, demand is expected to increase by approx 3% per year. 

 Average growth has been over 110MW/year (110MW is enough electricity to supply power to 

approximately 110,000 households) 

 Industry is growing in Saskatchewan

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POLYGENERATION PLANT 
 

 Polygeneration: describes an integrated process which has three or more outputs that include 
energy outputs, produced from one or more natural resources 
 

 Transforms low rank stranded coal into high value added finished products for export  
 

 Capable of cleanly producing many products: 
o Transportation fuels (highest value driver) 
o Chemicals 
o Fertilizer 
o Power (lowest value driver) 

 

 Environmental benefits: 
o Carbon is fully managed (used for Enhanced Oil Recovery or geologically sequestered) 
o Near zero gas, water, solid emissions (all sealed units) 
o No tailings ponds  
o Expanding existing coal mining operations rather than permitting a greenfield site 
o Mining operation with exemplary reclamation programs

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BACKGROUND: 
 
NuCoal is a widely held private coal resource company based in Saskatoon, Saskatchewan.  The company has 
been successful in securing the rights to a multi-billion tonne coal deposit (by historical non-43-101 compliant 
data) in southern Saskatchewan called the South 50 project.    
 
Extensive exploration work, drilling of 4,631 holes by the Federal and Provincial governments during the 1970õs 
and 1980õs shows a coal deposit that exceeds 5 billion tonnes which has remained relatively unused for 35+ 
years.  NuCoal has staked extensive ground around the existing coal mining operations in Saskatchewan.    
 
After completing the fall drilling program (ending in the 4th quarter of 2009), NuCoal will publish a 43-101 
compliant resource report that builds on the vast historical data. (Due in the first quarter of 2010) 
 
NuCoal has 5 distinct monetization strategies as part of the Coal to Clean Energy Program:  
 

1) Polygeneration ð convert coal into multiple products, including transportation fuels, chemicals and 
power.  We are working with a strong stakeholder group to build a modular plant in Saskatchewan. 

2) Develop integrated power and heat plants for industrial applications. 
3) Joint venture with Sparton Resources to recover germanium and other minerals from our coals.  
4) Joint Venture with technology companies to upgrade our coal through coal beneficiation and 

briquetting for domestic and export use.  
5) Develop in-situ gasification for the production of clean synthesis gas.
